Affiliate with NSU if You Already Have a CITI Account

If you already have a CITl account but are not affiliated with NSU, there is no need to create a new
account. CITI allows researchers to affiliate and complete CITI training with multiple institutions.

*All non-NSU affiliated researchers (co-investigators, research assistants, coordinators, etc.) can
complete the NSU course for the Center/College with whom they are collaborating for free.

IMPORTANT: Do not take Group 3, Group 4, and Group 5 . These groups are for specific users and the
IRB Office will not accept them as proof of the required Human Subjects Training. If you submit
anything other than Group 1 or Group 2, you will have to retake the CITI training.
